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Welcome to the first issue of the new Harrell Health Sciences Library Newsletter, @Harrell.Lib .   The Harrell 
Health Sciences Library has been experiencing a period of intense change.  The libraryôs official name was 
changed; it is now The George T. Harrell Health Sciences Library.  The Penn State Hershey Clinical Simula-
tion Center recently opened on the second floor of the library building.  The library facility has undergone a 
facelift that included the installation of new compact shelving units, tables and chairs, computer carrels, addi-
tional electrical and data access, and improved lighting.  Over the past two years the library went from a 
mostly print based collection to a predominately electronic collection. In addition, we are rolling out the new 
Illiad interlibrary loan system, which is described in more detail in the following article.  We are also experi-
encing changes in faculty and staff due to a number of retirements during the past year.  All of these changes 
are serving as the catalyst to reimagining* the library as we move into the future.   

This seemed like the opportune time to launch our newsletter.  As Director, it has been exciting to see these 
positive changes occur, but it is also important to communicate these changes as we go forward into the fu-
ture.  Forthcoming quarterly issues of the newsletter will spotlight both new and existing electronic resources, 
include a calendar of upcoming classes and events,  highlight faculty and staff accomplishments, address 
relevant issues and upcoming changes, and most importantly provide a means to communicate with you, our 
patrons.

The Library is undergoing tremendous change and part of this change is how you access journal ar-

ticles.  In the past users came to the library and found two floors of shelves filled with a selection of 

biomedical journals.  The Library has since gone from two floors to one floor and much of the collec-

tion is available online ï from your desk tops or handhelds.  Weôve dedicated part of this issue  as a 

tutorial to navigating online journals at the Harrell Health Sciences Library.

Locating Journal Titles  
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Physical Journal (Print) vs. Online  

Embargo (Moving Wall) Journals  

Embargo titles are typically free journals that disable access to a current set of years, unless the li-

brary has a subscription to it.  In the example below, the current 365 days worth of volumes are not 

available to Harrell users.  As time progresses, access to articles is enabled.

Currently, all print volumes are located on 

the main floor of the library. 

Online  access link and volume years 

available.  Click on the publisher 

name.  Some journals are available 

from multiple publishers, with variable 

years.  Pay attention to the years and 

click on the appropriate publisher. 



In the above image, there are more than one publishersô links listed.  Again it is important to pay 

close attention to the years of availability for each publisher. 

There are a few journals that will have a link indicating the need for a username and password in ad-

dition to your ePass or Penn State Access.  Click on that link and locate the username and pass-

word for your title, go back to the title listing and click on the publisher link.  When prompted ï enter 

the username and password. 

Some journals will  have a note indicating that the title cannot be accessed outside of the network.  

This means that there is no remote access (access from home, other office or anywhere outside of 

Penn State Hershey) to the full text for this journal. 

Multiple Publishers  

Password protected journals or journals that cannot be accessed outside the network  

Print only journals  

These journals are located on the first floor of the Library, shelved alphabetically.  In the example 

below, available volumes on the shelf are from year 2009 to the present.  Note, there are no elec-

tronic links for this title ï itôs only available in print volumes.
